We have a very exciting term planned for the children. Our topic

How You Can Help Your Child At Home

child read five times per week. We ask that you either take a picture of
your child’s completed reading diary and upload it to class dojo or

send us a note on dojo of what they have read. Please ensure you
send us this record reading by Tuesday every week.

Each month a maths challenge is set- copies of the challenge can be
found on the school website and outside Miss Longworth’s office.

There will be activities linked to a particular author each term. Details of
the tasks will be posted on the school website and newsletter. Children
will be encouraged to take part in as many tasks as they wish during the
half term and then bring their completed tasks in to school before the
half term break, when their work will be celebrated.
