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Dear Parents,

We have a very exciting term planned for the children. Our main topic
during this term is Vikings and Anglo Saxons and our art, history,
geography, music and design and technology will all be linked to this area
of study. In Science we will be learning about light. We will learn about
how shadows are formed and test which materials make good reflectors.
In computing we will be learning about the importance of e safety and
looking at how to do simple programming.

Reading

them questions about the texts that they are reading is extremely
important to ensure a secure understanding of the text. Children need to
read a variety of texts — newspapers, blogs, recipes, instructions etc, this
will give them a broad range of texts and help them understand different
language used.
