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Dear Families,

We have a very exciting term planned for the children. Our topics during
this term are ‘Ancient Greeks’, ‘The Stone Age’ and ‘ Animals and
Humans’.

Maths Homework

The best support you can give your child at home is by firstly ensuring
they have rapid recall of all their times tables up to 12x12. To be
successful as a year 6 mathematician, children need to be able to quickly
recall their times table facts to put it into a variety of uses, including using
in the inverse operation and spotting the pattern in multiples of 10, 100
and 1000.

Reading

Reading with your child each day and asking them questions about the
texts that they are reading remains vital in year 6. Children need to read a
variety of texts — newspapers, blogs, recipes, instructions... It is proven
that the more children read, the greater success they will have not only in
their whole education, but also in future careers — it really does make a
huge difference! Please record your reading on the Boom Reader App.
